MOTOTRBOTM Security

ÅBasic Privacy

Å non-cryptographic algorithm to protect voice and data

Å 16 bit keys are used to scramble and unscramble the voice/data payload

ÅEnhanced Privacy

Å cryptographic algorithm to protect voice and data

Å Well-known ARC4 ("Alleged RC4") algorithm

Å 40-bit keys are used to encrypt and decrypt voice/data payload.

Å Approximately 1 trillion key combinations

Å A radio can store up to 16 keys (supports different keys for different 

channels)

Å Each super-frame of voice or each data packet encrypted in a different 

and unrelated way
